	Support*
The fence has already been erected and we cannot see any procedural reason to object to this.  The gate is being replaced within its existing location and retains its status of being set back from the road (5 meters as per the plans). With the dimensions and style, it is in keeping with the main house.  A wall rests at the end of the fence set back slightly from the road. This wall should be encouraged to remain at a low height, with no obstructions in order to maximise safety and visibility when driving vehicles out of the applicant and neighbours' driveways.
