Members approved the minutes of:

19.197 FINANCIAL MATTERS

a) Precept 2021/22 – Members noted that the precept had been applied for and acknowledged by Dorset Council.
b) Reconciliation – Members noted that the bank statement of 7 January reconciled with the cash book.

c) Grant request – an application had been received from East Dorset Citizens Advice accompanied by their Annual Report.  Members discussed and decided to award £200 (permissible under Local Government Act 1972 s142) this year.  The Clerk to add this to the Payment list below.
d) Burial Fees – the annual review took place by members and approved small increases in line with the Church of England 2021 fees scale (excluding any Parochial Church Council supplement).  There followed further discussions as to whether the fees are similar to other council run burial grounds in the area.  The Clerk was requested to undertake a comparison review and factor in current administration costs in managing the burial ground, and to report back to committee in due course.

19.198 DORSET COUNCIL DRAFT LOCAL PLAN CONSULTATION
Members discussed the approach to working up a response by 15 March and agreed:
· Informal video conferencing meeting with Cllr Cook 15 February to understand the background and implications of the draft plan.
· Members to review, in Wards, sections the Clerk had issued relating to ‘tier 4’ impact i.e. taking a rural view of the document.
· Informal video conferencing meeting on 25 February with all members to feedback on their discussions.
· Members to supply the Clerk with summaries before 4 March to draft this council’s response.
· 9 March – members to approve the council’s response. 
The Clerk was thanked for editing and selecting key areas within the very large document for members to focus upon.
19.199 MATTERS OF INFORMATION
i) Cllr Cook – his report issued prior to meeting for information, with a verbal summary given.
ii) Cllr Brown – had been given the lead member for Health.  The vaccination drive was high on the list, especially to ensure any unused vaccines due to missed/cancelled appointments were given to authorised ‘mop-up’ priority groups.  He advised that St Marys school in Shaftesbury had been bought by Dorset Council after the private school closed.  It is going to be used for ‘special educational needs’ which would save the council around £44,000 per pupil and saving travelling to outside the county.  

iii) Cllr White advised of her update to the Clerk before the meeting:

· Long Crichel – grit bin had been stolen.

· Millennium Avenue – one tree reported to be dead and another requiring minor works.

· Verges around village are in poor state being churned up with cars driving on and parking on the soft grass.  Traffic cones were being moved by visitors (thrown over hedges) to park.  Wildlife was potentially being damaged.  Item to be added onto next agenda for discussion.

· Rubbish, including dog poo and poo bags, were being discarded around linked to the increase in visitors walking in the area.
iv) Cllr Bushell said that the issues of fly-tipping and crime prevention were to be added to next agenda for further discussion as incidents of both had increased in his village.
v) Cllr Campbell agreed that fly-tipping was on the increase and recounted a recent episode in Ling Crichel.  He also advised that the Long Crichel church was having its roof replaced which started this week.
