	2021/04194 – Dacombe Cottage, Gaunts Common *
	Erect single storey extension to north of existing cottage and detached double garage with first floor studio.
	Support

It is on a relatively large plot.

The house extension is a large utility room and is in keeping. 

HOWEVER - the double garage with first floor studio: Some reservations....
* Should not be allowed to be on a separate title and there should be a restrictive covenant preventing future sales as a separate dwelling. 

* The studio looks as though it is a flat and could be used as residential.

* Consideration for lighting re Dark Skies

* Will trees, hedges be affected.

* The utility room extension faces away from the street, so no impact there.

* The free-standing garage will increase by what looks to be 25% on plan.  The bulk with the proposed first floor will of course be greater

	2021/04467 – Rooks Hill House, Gaunts Common *
	Raise garage roof and convert roof-space to home office

	Object
When looked at the application for the large house extension on the same plot (04468), noted that within the planning statement, it makes reference to the Local Plan Policy GB3, which apparently states that in green belt, any space above a garage must be limited to storage only, and should not be capable of later conversion to residential use. I assume therefore that conversion to an office may also not be allowed.

	2021/04468 – Rooks Hill House, Gaunts Common *
	Erect two storey and single storey side extensions, two storey front extension, first floor rear balcony, replace flat roof with pitched roof, convert loft and install 5 no. roof lights.
	Object
As this is in green belt, would a 43% increase in area plus the loft accommodation be viewed as a disproportionate addition over and above the original building.
5 roof lights against AONB ‘dark skies’

	3/21/1416 – Marick, Hinton Martell *
	Alterations and extensions to the existing dwelling (retrospective). 
	Comment
* It is a large development on a narrow-fronted plot and the building works currently in place appear to be the retrospective request. Not sure the garage is accessible and the drive entrance - although probably just on the limits- seems very narrow.

* A drawing discrepancy, but the amended site location plan does not highlight the garage

	Two storey rear extension and single storey rear and side extensions (revised plans submitted).

Support
However, we would like to raise the following observations - this is a semi-detached property, but the planning portal says there have been no neighbours consulted. The other semi had previously had a planning application refused as it was felt by the Conservation Officer (despite the building not being listed) that the proposed application was not suitable, a subsequent application was agreed. This application does not appear to have been referred to the Conservation Officer. We feel there is a lack of consistency in the way planning deal with applications.

· new plans greatly improved on the previous version. It now seems to be much more in keeping with the traditional style of the building.
· BUT, these plans appear not to have been resubmitted to the Conservation Officer. These new plans although addressing the building line concerns do not address the concerns of the overall symmetry and traditional design of this semi-detached pair of cottages.
