22.006 MINUTES

Members unanimously approved the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held 23 November 2021 (pages 28 – 32), and payments of invoices (under Standing Orders) in December for CT Mee, HMRC and Salaries.

22. 007 DORSET COUNCILLOR REPORT
Cllr Cook provided an email update just prior to the meeting which was summarised and read out:

· A Covid19 update for Dorset was provided.
· The Dorset Local Plan revised draft was awaited following the large volume of comments made on the original draft.
· School applications closing date was the 15 January. 

· The amount of waste that Dorset Council send for recycling, reuse, or composting had risen from 58.9% to 60.1%. Out of over 330 councils nationwide, this made the council the 8th best performing council in England.

· The Household Recycling Centre at Brook Road in Wimborne is due for replacement. A short list of options has been drawn up.
22.008 FINANCE
a) Bank Reconciliation – members noted the cash book and bank statement up to 10 December reconcile.  
b)  Budget 2022/23 - members noted that there had been no feedback following the publication of the draft budget, and with a slight change to Ward figures due to a minor calculation error – but the bottom line remained the same, unanimously approved next financial year’s budget, with the Clerk to apply to Dorset Council for the Precept amount.
c) Direct Debit Notification – members noted the annual payment to the ICO.
d) Expenditure Item – members noted and supported the tree works to be undertaken at the burial ground.

This property is just outside our Parish Council.

This is the site that has had 4 dwellings erected where there used to be one. We think that over development of this site is taking place and that this is out of context with surrounding properties.  The location of this car port is also right on the boundary of the adjacent (new build) house.


The chairman stated that the Government is reconsidering reintroducing local consultation, reversing what had been put in place.  This was likely to also affect the Dorset Local Plan.

Concern was expressed by members about the time some planning applications were taking to be resolved.  This would be raised with Cllr Brown via the chairman and Clerk.

22.012 FLY TIPPING
