22.101 MINUTES

Members unanimously approved the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held 7 June 2022 (pages 22 - 29), subject to the minor amendments.

22.102 COUNCILLOR RECRUITMENT
The members of the Recruitment Panel summarised the recent interview for a vacancy at Gussage All Saints Ward.  They recommended the appointment of Stephen Glover.  The council unanimously agreed.  Mr Glover was not present due to sickness but will be able to attend the next meeting to Accept the Office.
At the same time, there was a re-application for the other vacancy at Gussage All Saints Ward from a former member who left during 2021 due to work pressures.  As that has now changed, he wished to re-join the council. Again, the Panel members supported this, and recommended Scott Bushell be reappointed.  The council unanimously agreed. Mr Bushell read out and signed the Acceptance of Office.
22. 103 DORSET COUNCILLORS REPORT

Cllr Brown advised:

· Broadband - Dorset Council and the Government to increase work on connectivity of superfast broadband. Witchampton primary school is one of 35 selected sites in Dorset to receive this by 2023. Homes in the area could follow.
· The cost of living – Dorset Council is assisting with support and guidance with finance issues, working with Citizens Advice.  Early intervention was advantageous to be able to help sooner.
· Dorset Innovation Park - £3m to be invested in a site in Wool – a centre of enterprise excellence.

· 5G at Sea – a series of floating buoys collecting data on the health of the marine environment – helping Dorset companies to be well informed.
22.104 HIGHWAYS

Dorset Council has still not provided an update since the meeting with them in March.  Cllr Brown has been chasing for a response.  He has a whole day meeting with the Leader of the Council and will be highlighting the pinch points on the C2 (Horton Inn to Gussage All Saints).
