The chairman contacted Head of Planning at the AoNB and they still wanted to be a statutory consultee on all Dorset Council planning applications.  They had not agreed with them to be removed from their list. Dorset Cllr Brown would raise with his member colleagues.

22. 117 DORSET COUNCILLORS REPORT

Cllr Cook provided a summary email which was circulated to members before the meeting.  The items included Dorset Local Plan; BBQs and campfires prohibition in Dorset; helping older people with the cost of living – although had been covered previously, extra detail was provided. 

Cllr Brown advised:

· Green Flag Award - Dorset Council received this award for all of its country parks.

· Armed Forces Gold Award – Dorset Council was working to support and help service personnel into jobs and community support.  Only 6 companies in Dorset hold this and it is the only public sector company.

· Local Plan – to supplement Cllr Cook’s report, Dorset has been given a two-year extension to compile a plan.  It is working with the Government over the housing target.
Discussion took place on where the parish council should produce a Neighbourhood Plan.  It was agreed to discuss this item again in the Autumn and invite the appropriate officer in from Dorset Council to help members decide.

Dorset Council has still not provided an update since the meeting with them in March.  Cllr Brown has been chasing for a response.  The C2 road was still being considered.

	Convert part of existing integral garage to utility/ boot room. Porched entrance to boot room to rear.
Infill existing single garage entrance with matching brickwork and create new window opening to front 
elevation. Minor internal changes at ground floor.


	Support

The loss of 1 garage space does impact on parking spaces, but the application says this there is no loss of parking.

The planned works will mean that the present garage space and above could be used as a separate dwelling if the other side of the garage is converted to a living room in the future.  

We support with the proviso that the garage space is not used as a separate dwelling in the future.
